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Sales Gallery Policy 

1.
Art must be the artist’s original work or reproductions to which they hold the rights.  

2.
Artist must be a member of the Columbia Art League to sell work in the Sales Gallery. Exhibitions are open to everyone to participate in.

3.
Artwork must be the artists own work and not the work of others.

4.
The Columbia Art League reserves the right to reject any work.

5.
The gallery features juried exhibitions throughout the year with all new inventory. Work must be removed/replaced at the end of each show. 

6.
Columbia Art League receives a 35% commission on all sales from the Sales Gallery.

7.
All sales proceeds will be forwarded to the artist at the end of the month following the sale.

8.
A brief artist bio about his/ her work will be kept on file at the Sales Gallery desk in the “Columbia Art League Artists Portfolio”.  Business cards, individual website information or other forms of solicitation are not allowed for display in the gallery.

9.
The Columbia Art League does not carry insurance on artwork.  The Artist assumes responsibility for items that are lost, stolen, or damaged.

10. In the event artwork is left at the Gallery more than thirty (30) days after notification that it should be removed, the artist will be charged a storage fee of $25.00 per month.  If the storage fee is not paid within sixty (60) days after such notification the artwork will be considered to have been abandoned and will become the property of the Columbia Art League. 

11. Art related items might be sold in the gallery as a money making project for the Columbia Art League.  These art items will be in good taste and will not compete with original artwork shown in the gallery.
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
